 The Mosaic Covenant  
▪ Scope:  Exodus 6:4–8 

 

▪ Promises: Exodus 19:5b–6 and Jeremiah 32:36–44    

 

▪ Obligations:  Exodus 19:5b–8  (ratified cf. Exodus 24) and Exodus 31:16–17 

 

 

 

 The Davidic Covenant 
▪ Scope:  2 Samuel 7 and Deuteronomy 17:18–20 

 

▪ Promises:  1 Chronicles 17:11–14 and Psalm 89:3–4 and Psalm 89:28–29 

 

▪ Obligations:  Psalm 89:30–37 

 

 

 

 The New Covenant  
▪ Jeremiah 31:31–37  (cf. Jeremiah 32:37-40) 

 

▪ Initiated and Ratified:  Luke 22:19–20 

 

▪ Scope:  Ephesians 1:20–23 

 

▪ Promise:  Ephesians 2:8-9 

▪ Obligation:  Ephesians 2:10
